She’s just accomplished something 
quite extraordinary.  Her grandmother needed to go to a nursing home due to her 
Alzheimer’s decease getting worse.  Since last fall, Allie volunteered at this nursing 
home to help those stricken with the disease to enjoy as much of their remaining 
years as possible.  As a Family Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA) 
project, she put together a study on what would reach a person with Alzheimer’s.  Her 
grandmother being a part of the study along with five other patients with the approval 
of the nursing home, participated in word association games, color coordinating 
games, and others created by Allie.  The game that reached the patient’s point in time 
they were caught up in, was with music.  Allie would play songs like “Let’s Go Out 
to the Ball Game”, and “Old MacDonald” and the people would just light up with 
bright smiles and sing along knowing the words.  They were able to be in a place they 
were familiar with, and were settled.  Allie was selected to present her findings to the 
FCCLA by demonstrating her findings with a larger group of patients from another 
hospital that she’d never made contact with before.  The results were the same, the 
people lit up with bright smiles hearing songs they were familiar with, and could 
actually “be” in their place and time.  Allie was awarded a National Gold medal for 
this exciting find and is continuing with her volunteer work with different nursing 
homes.  Her mother is a nurse, her older brother is an EMT for an ambulance service, 
and now Allie seems to be heading in the same direction of caring for the community.

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These savory pancakes are a nice side dish for fish or chicken with a tex-mex flavor. 
 
2  Eggs, Lightly Beaten 
2 tbl Butter, Melted 
2 C Milk 
1 ½ C Flour 
1 tsp Honey 
½ tsp  Baking Powder 
½ tsp Hot Sauce 
1 C Wild Rice, Cooked 
6  Scallions 
¼ C Cilantro, Finely Chopped 
1 C Corn 
 Salt & Pepper 
 
In a medium bowl, combine the eggs, butter, milk, flour, honey and baking powder to make a batter.  Add the 
hot sauce, rice, scallions, cilantro, corn and salt & pepper to taste and mix well.  
 
In a nonstick skillet over low heat pour 2 oz. portions of batter to form pancakes.  Cook until browned, about 2-3 
minutes per side.  Makes about 10-12 pancakes.
