The horses wilea bow their bodies toward the cow making it ven
difficult to get much of anything done as all thegnt to do is get to that cow and bite it or chiase
off. With Randy calling what you were to do, ibtopeople’s eyes directly off the cattle and adter
short time the expression on the horses changbkd.hdrse’s attention went to the rider and what

the rider was asking. The riders
could then direct their horses where
they wanted them to go, at what
pace too, and they could better set
up for turns, driving, cutting cattle
off, stopping the cow; Just what we
needed to do when sorting cattle
earlier this week in the pasture out at
graze.
