It continued snowing while I got caught up with Danica on all 
that went on while I was away.  The temperatures hovered 
between –6 and 6 degrees all week so the crew just 
concentrated on getting the saddles cleaned.  Kathy’s hair 
would freeze while she was throwing hay off the wagon to the 
livestock. 
 
They also brought the cows up one day and got them all 
cleaned up before they start calving, ear tags cleaned up, ear 
hair trimmed, hip number brands shaved to where we can read 
the numbers, feet checked.  You know, just like our prenatal 

checkups!   We don’t want that unsightly ear hair or unclipped 
toenails on the big day!   
 
The dirt in the indoor arena froze; they now have to drag the 
arena daily to keep it loosened up.  Other than that the feeding 
of the livestock, and keeping up with Joey’s and T.J.’s rehab 
continued. 
 
We did get two days of riding in this week.  While Randy, 
Shayne and C.J. were getting equipment ready for ploughing 
snow, Wes worked with us on our roping.  We practiced 
tracking up, dallying, and slipping rope with one of us riding 
holding the end acting like we were the cow/calf.  It was a lot 
of fun because we could make up situations and slow or speed things up as needed.  Gave us time to work 
through our clumsiness with the rope.                                   

The snow continued to come down and the anxiety of 
calving season being just around the corner set in.  The last 
5 days have been spent ploughing out feed lanes for the 
cattle as we are bringing them up to the Elk Pasture this 
week, ploughing out driveways just to be able to get around, 
and shovelling off roofs as they were getting weighed down 
by the pile up.  We haven’t seen this much snow since the 
winter of 1996/97.  This weekend the guys were in a good 
spot to be able to concentrate on opening up the calving lot.  
Having not been touched at all so far, the snow is very deep 
and hard on their tracked equipment.  They are going to 
using the backhoe and tractors during the day and giving 
Whiz Bang, the Bobcat, and the track-hoe a break.  Early 

morning hours it’s colder and the snow isn’t as hard to move.  I got out one day and watched them work and 
took some pictures.  Kathy got some great ones too of everyone shovelling off the roofs over at Shayne and Jo-
Anne’s place.  Aching muscles and long hours after dark 
haven’t diminished anyone’s good cheer; even Brady 
showed up this weekend from college and pitched in. 
 
Shayne’s 
Bobcat has been perfect for manoeuvring in tight places 
through the trees and around the lodge.
